Three Agreements signed in 2004 made establishment of the

Forest Conservation Fund possible. These included:

½ Forest Conservation Agreement between the Government of

Jamaica, The Nature Conservancy and the Jamaica Protected

Areas Trust;

½ Debt Swap Agreement between the Government of Jamaica

and the Government of the United States; and

½ Swap Fee Agreement between The Nature Conservancy and

the United States Government.

½ Establish, restore, protect and maintain forest reserves, parks, and 

protected areas; 

½ Develop and implement scientifically sound systems of natural resource 

management, including land and ecosystem management practices; 

½ Conduct training programmes to build the capacity of individuals and 

organizations involved in conservation efforts and management of natural 

resources; 

½ Restore, protect, or sustainably use diverse animal and plant species;

½ Research and identify medicinal and other sustainable uses of tropical 

forest plant life;

½ Develop and support the livelihoods of individuals living in or near a 

tropical forest in a manner consistent with protecting such tropical forest.
